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Arizona Ready

Arizona Ready, announced by Governor Jan Brewer, State
Superintendent of Public Instruction John Huppenthal and
multiple state and local education leaders, is Arizona’s future
education plan. This plan is about expecting more from our
children, our schools and ourselves.

“We know that Arizona’s ability to attract the jobs of
tomorrow depends upon building a world-class education
system today. Arizona Ready is the roadmap. This is the plan
that lays out our education goals and how we intend to reach
them,” said Governor Brewer.

The first changes began in September. The state started to issue
letter grades (A-F) accompanying the standard school rating
system (performing, excelling, etc.). By the 2013 school year,
third graders will be expected to read at or near grade level
before being allowed to advance to the 4th grade.

All Arizona students between the 3rd and 11th grades will take
a diagnostic test to determine if they are on track for college
and a career, by 2014. This will help parents, teachers, and
students address lacking areas in the student’s education to
ensure they do not fall behind.

Superintendent of Public Instruction John Huppenthal

commented, “To remain a leader in America, Arizona must be
laser-focused on improving the quality of our children’s
education. We must hold our students and schools to higher
academic standards, while at the same time providing the tools
and resources necessary for teachers and administrators to be
successful in the classroom. The goals of Arizona Ready raise
the academic bar in order to get our students college and
career-ready by the time they graduate.”

Arizona Ready’s goals also include:

o 94% of 3rd graders meeting state standards for reading
(up from 69%)

85% of 8th graders scoring at or above “basic” on the
National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP)
test (up from the current 67%)

93% high school graduation rate (up from 75%)

Twice as many four-year college degrees being issued by

state universities.
