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Photo Enforcement Cameras

As of October 10, photo enforcement cam-
eras that were installed at the intersection
of 7th Street and Fry Boulevard, began a 30
day operational warning phase. This is the
first of five intersections slated for red light
and speed photo radar enforcement in Si-
erra Vista. The other intersections, which
will become operational in the near future,
include: SR92 and Avenida Cochise, SR92
and Foothills Drive, SR 90 and SR 92, and
SR 90 and Martin Luther King, JR. Drive/
Charleston Road. I n
miles, these five intersections have ac-
counted for nearly one quarter of the total
accidents. The Arizona Department of Public
Safety estimates the cameras save at least
three lives a month in our state, and hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars in unnecessary
vehicle damage. A recent state law added
$3 to all tickets, which must be returned to
the originating police department for the
purchase of equipment.

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Spotlight on The Mall at Sierra Vista

Fifty three merchants
and counting...

The Mall at Sierra
Vista may have the
largest collection of
retail options in two
counties, but it is not
done yet.

Plans are in the
works for another major retail outlet to be added to the
Mall at Sierra Vista family.

“We can’t say who it is yet, but it will be connected to
the main building, similar to what Best Buy did,” ex-
plained general manager Ken Cecil. “We also have two
pads available, one at 71,000 square feet and one at
40,000 square feet.”

Since opening its doors in October 1999, the Mall at
Sierra Vista, owned by General Growth Properties, has
been attracting shoppers from across Cochise and
Santa Cruz counties, as well as from across the border.
It has enjoyed steady growth in the last 12 years, and
even during a tough economy has managed to hold its
own.

Ken, general manager for six years, believes that suc-
cess is due to the positive relationship the Mall has en-
joyed with the surrounding communities.

“This is a viable community and this mall is a commu-
nity partner,” he said. “We want to be a part of the com-
munity and to be involved in as many aspects of it as
possible. After all, we are the only community mall for
72 miles.”

Few cities with a population of less than 50,000 are
lucky enough to enjoy the kind of facilities the Mall at
Sierra Vista has to offer, Ken added, but the City of
Sierra Vista had the foresight to plan ahead.

That future vision has resulted in a retail outlet where
several merchants can claim to be outperforming some
of their counterparts in larger regions.

Even more impressive is the fact that the Mall is run by
a team of just four people, which means Ken'’s role is
very hands on.

“Managing a mall has become a vocation for me,” he
said. “Every day is different. You don’t plan your day;, it
plans it for you.

“I love the interaction and being able to assist and aid
other businesses. We also enjoy helping our local non-
profits and we do not charge for them to have events
here. It's about being part of something that’s impor-
tant.”
